All entries will need to be done electronically. Access Athletic.net to submit your
entries. The entry window will stay open until 11:00 AM, Friday, May 1*. This will provide
you with sufficient time to make any changes prior to the Scratch Window opening.

Be sure your pole-vaulters use the proper pole, and you complete the vaulter's form.
This will be enforced for their safety. WVSSAC and NF rules will apply. There will be a
Jury of Appeals. We suggest you make copies of your forms upon completing them and
bring them with you.

The top eight finishers in each event will be scored. Medals will be awarded to the top
eight finishers in each event, mirroring the awards given in the state meet, and plaques to the
top three teams in each division, both boys and girls, as well as the high point winners in
each division, AND AWARDS FOR OUTSTANDING FEMALE AND MALE
ATHLETES. The divisions are AAAA, AAA, & AA/A (COMBINED). Please be sure and
indicate your division. *Note: Out-of-state teams please indicate total number of students
enrolled in grades 9-12. (Class AAAA 1050 and above, Class AAA 600-1049, Class AA/A
below 600.) Please make sure that your WVSSAC Eligibilty has been synced to your
WYVSSAC roster. Also make sure that your AthleticNET roster reflects your WVSSAC
Eligibility/Roster. They are not connected to each other, and you must make the changes on
ANet. Entries are limited to three (3) contestants per event. No additions or changes will be
allowed after 11:00 AM Friday morning. Scratches only. A Scratch Window will be opened
on Athletic.net Friday morning for scratches.




We will have (2) two non-scoring fun events. The 4 x 100m King (200 lbs. and over)
and Queen Relays. Medals will be awarded for the top three finishers.

Coaches with any additional scratches or anv questions/issues need to see the meet
director, Jim Crawford, by 2:00 p.m. on the dav of the meet under the South Stands next to
the Field Manager's office.
